The International Concert Series
got off to a splendid start with the
dynamic pianist Freddy Kempf’s
Beethoven marathon. Here with
the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra,
Kempf has divided the five
concertos into two concerts, the
first performed on the 7th October
2011, with the first three concertos
– No 1 in C, No 2 in B flat and No
3 in C minor and the 4th and 5th
to be performed on Friday 11 May,
2012 at 7.30pm.

“The five concertos in themselves
constitute a significant landmark
for any soloist, but Kempf has
pushed himself further by opting
to direct the orchestra from the
keyboard as well.” Guardian –
10th October 2011.

French finesse from the Orchestre National du
Capitole de Toulouse on Thursday 29 March at
7.30pm. Under their principal conductor, Tugan
Sokhiev they perform Debussy’s evocation of the
heavy golden shimmering heart of afternoon;
Saint – Saens Third Violin Concerto, performed by
rising star Alina Ibragimova and Rachmaninov’s
final masterpiece, The Symphonic Dances.
