Strauss's Four Last Songs in which he bid farewell to the
world. Conducted by Jac van Steen, this performance
promises to be an especially moving occasion.

DISCOUNTS

Discounts are available for disabled patrons
plus one companion, claimants, MAX card
holders and over 65s.

Patrons can only apply one discount per ticket.
GROUP BOOKINGS

At St David's Hall, groups of 10 or more people
receive £3 off the top two ticket prices.
FAMILY TICKETS

Family tickets are available for £16.50 (for 2
adults and 1-4 children) and £11 (for 1 adult
and 1-2 children). The ticket price includes
specially written programme notes and
children must be aged 16 years and under.
STUDENTS

Tickets for students and those in full time
education cost £6 on presentation of a current
membership card.

WHEELCHAIR USERS

At St David's Hall, wheelchair users plus one
companion can book reserved spaces at the
rear of the stalls for £10 per seat.

Patrons with walking difficulties may find that
seats in the stalls are most suitable for easy
access. Please ask when booking about the
facilities available at other venues.

TICKET EXCHANGES AND CREDIT
VOUCHERS

If you find you are unable to attend one of the
concerts you have booked, you may exchange
your tickets for tickets of the same value to
another BBC National Orchestra of Wales
concert or, alternatively, we can issue you with
a credit note to use at a later date for concerts
or merchandise.

more popular concerts patrons are advised

to redeem their concert vouchers in advance.
